Contribution in Designing , Implementing and Operating  Municipal Solid Waste Management Systems
The Government of India has notified the Municipal Solid Waste Management Rules 2000 (hereinafter referred as the ‘Rules’) under the Environment Protection Act 1986. The rules are applicable to all the urban areas and their local bodies / developing authorities across the country. The mandate was given to all the Urban Local Bodies (U L Bs) in India to upgrade their waste management systems by December 2003. 
Broadly the rules provide that all the ULBs must prevent littering, carry out  daily sweeping, door step ( premises to premises/ building to building ) collection of the Municipal solid waste, collect and transport the entire waste generated in covered bins and vehicles. The ULBs, under the rules should promote storage and segregation of the waste at source, collect the entire quantity of waste generated daily, process the waste and provide sanitary landfill facility for the final disposal of residue and rejects of the waste.
I am carrying out original work in providing, designing  and operating services in the area of solid waste management at the grass root level especially organizing rag pickers, labourers without jobs for door to door collection of solid waste in segregated manner and recycling of recyclable and processing of biodegradable waste at source with reasonable economy, reducing unnecessary transportation of entire solid waste to a long distant disposal site. In addition our efforts in designing, establishing, operating and maintaining Public sanitary facilities and other city infrastructure have proved to be beneficial to the citizens.  
Pioneering development of small , U L B owned recycling centre carried out by us has benefited both ULB and rag pickers and urban poor. The approach is being taken as example by other cities in India. Developing Sanitation programme  for rural area.
